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Use 9 point Times New Roman for Figure labels for the manuscript. Use words rather than symbols or abbreviations when writing Figure axis labels to avoid confusing the reader

The resolution of figure or image should be ideally 300 dpi (TIFF or EPS file), with all fonts embedded.
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
